With the Wireless Screen Mirroring function,
you can share the screen of your smartphone
without a cable. In order to allow screen
mirroring, your smartphone must support the
screen mirroring feature. This projector works
with Miracast-compatible Android phones and
iPhones with i0OS 7/8/9/10 and 11.

1 General safety
information

Take note of all warning and safety notes
indicated. Do not make any changes or settings
that are not described in this user manual.
Incorrect operation, and improper handling can
lead to physical injury, damage to the product
or loss of data.

Setting up the product

This product is for indoor use only. Place the
product securely on a stable, flat surface.

To help avoid possible injuries to persons or
damage to the product itself, position all cables
in such a way that no one will trip over them.

Do not operate the product in damp rooms.
Never touch the mains cable or the mains
connection with wet hands.

The product must have sufficient ventilation
and must not be covered. Do not put the
product in closed cabinets, boxes, or other
enclosures when in use.

Protect the product from direct sunlight,

heat, intense temperature fluctuations and
moisture. Do not place the product in the
vicinity of heaters or air conditioners. Observe
the information on temperature listed in the
technical data (see Technical data, page 16).

Prolonged operation of the product causes the
surface to become hot. In case of overheating,
the product automatically switches to standby
mode.

Do not allow liquids to leak into the product.
Turn off the product and disconnect it from the
mains supply if liquids or foreign substances
leaked into the product. Have the product
inspected by an authorised service centre.

Always handle the product with care. Avoid
touching the lens. Never place heavy or sharp
objects on the product or on the power cable.

If the product gets too hot or emits smoke,
shut it down immediately and unplug the
power cable. Have your product checked by
an authorised service centre. Keep the product
away from open flames (e.g. candles).

The product has built-in battery. Do not
dissemble and modify. The built-in battery
should be replaced by qualified service staff
only.

Do not try to replace the built-in battery
yourself.

Media Player: Access media players for
photo, music and video.

Settings & Preferences: Access menus
to change settings on the projector.

Placement

Place the projector on a flat surface in front of
the projection surface.

Connecting power supply

The projector can be operated by either
external power or built-in battery.

0 Always use the () button to turn the
projector on and off.
Operation by external power

Connect the power adapter to the wall
outlet, then the supplied USB cable port to
the power adapter. Then connect the USB
cable to the USB port of the projector.

If needed, select an appropriate power plug
adapter (EU, UK, US) for connecting to the
wall outlet.

Or, simply using the supplied USB cable,
connect the USB port on the projector to
a USB port on your computer or a power
bank.

Operation by built-in battery

The projector can be also operated on built-in
battery for portability.

Charging projector

Charge the projector for 1.5 hours before first
use.

Charge the projector when the low battery icon
appears in the center of the projection screen.

To charge the projector, connect the
projector to an external power supply as
described in the section of “Operation by
external power”.
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When charging, the LED on the projector
turns red in power off mode. When fully
charged, the red LED turns off.

The capacity of the built-in battery

@ diminishes with time. If the projector
functions only with external power
supply, the built-in battery is defective.
Contact an authorised service centre to
replace the built-in battery.

Power on and setup

1 Pressand hold (') on the projector for
3 seconds to switch the projector on or off.
When the projector is switched on, the
LED on the projector turns white.

When charging, the LED on the
projector turns red in power off mode.

Changing screen size

The projection screen size (or size of images) is

determined by the distance between the lens

of the projector and the projection surface.
The projection image size is to up to 60”.
The projection distance is 40 cm - 180 cm

Image sharpness adjustment

To adjust image focus, turn the focus
adjustment knob on the back of the projector.

Connect external speakers or headphones to
the projector. With this connection, audio from
the projector is played through the external
speakers or headphones.

An Android device which supports Miracast
(or Screen Mirroring). The feature name
can be also known as Screencast, Screen
Sharing, WiFi Direct, and Wireless Display,
etc. Not all Android devices have this
feature. Refer to your device user manual
for details.

Turn on WiFi on your Android device.

1 Turn on the projector. The home menu is
displayed.

2 Use the p button to select Screen Mirroring,
and then press OK.

3 The window for selecting a screen mirroring
method is displayed: Apple and Android.
Select Android to enter the screen mirroring
interface.

You are
prompted to connect your Android device
to the projector.

Photo playback

Repeat step 1to 3 in “Movie playback”,
and the icons for music, video and photo
players are displayed.

Music icon: access and play audio files

only.
Video icon: access and play video files
only.
Photo icon: access and play photo files
only.

Select the photo icon to activate photo
media player and access photo files.

If photo media player is selected,
only the playable photo files can be
displayed.
Select a photo file and press OK to display
the photo.

Press the p button to display next photos.
Or press OK to display the playback control
bar on the bottom of the projection screen.
Then use the p and OK buttons to select a
playback function, such as rotate pictures,
zoom pictures, slide show, file information
and photo display settings.

Firmware Upgrade: Upgrade system via
USB or Micro SD card.

Firmware version is displayed on the
bottom of the system settings interface.

Built-in battery care

The capacity of the built-in battery diminishes
with time. You can prolong the life of the
battery if you observe the following points:

Without a power supply, the projector
operates on the built-in battery. When the
battery does not have sufficient power, the
projector turns off. In this case connect the
projector to the power supply.

Charge the battery regularly. Don’t store
the projector with a completely discharged
battery.

If the projector is not used for several
weeks, discharge the battery a little by
using the projector before storing it.

Keep the projector and the battery away
from sources of heat.

Note about deep discharge of battery

When the built-in battery is in deep discharge,
it may take longer for the actual charging
process to start. In this case, charge the
projector for at least five hours before using it.

Risk of explosion with incorrect type
of batteries!

Do not try to replace the built-in
battery yourself.

Cleaning

f Instructions for cleaning!

Use a soft, lint-free cloth. Never use
liquid or easily flammable cleansers
(sprays, abrasives, polishes, alcohol,
etc.). Do not allow any moisture to
reach the interior of the projector.

Do not spray the projector with any
cleaning fluids.

Wipe over the surfaces gently. Be
careful that you do not scratch the
surfaces.

Then
connect the supplied USB cable to the USB
port on the projector and to the wall outlet
(or to a computer/power bank).

Recommend to use an external power
when connecting a USB device.

4 Turn on the projector with external power.
Go to Settings & Preferences, and navigate
to select Firmware Upgrade - USB or SD.

Problems

Solutions

The projector cannot be turned on.

Disconnect and reconnect the power cable, and
try to turn the projector on again.

Low battery power. Connect the projector to an
external power supply.

The projector cannot be turned off.

Press and hold O longer than ten seconds. If this
does not work, disconnect the power cable.

The projector turns itself off.

Low battery power.

- When the projector is running for a long period of
time, the surface becomes hot.

+ Check that the power cable is connected correctly.

The projector cannot read the USB stick.

- When connecting a USB device to the projector
using the supplied USB cable, use an external
power supply to power the projector, not built-in
battery.

+ The projector does not support the exFAT file
system.

Format the USB stick in FAT format, then use it.

Measures to take if Screen Mirroring does
not work anymore after a firmware update
of an Android or iOS device?

- We recommend checking regularly for new
firmware of your projector (see Update software,
page 14).

Screen mirroring does not work with the
available Android device.

In order to allow screen mirroring, your device
must support Miracast. Not all Android devices
support this function. The function name can be
also known as Screencast, Screen Sharing, WiFi
Direct, Wireless Display, etc..

Please refer to the user manual of your Android
device to check if this function is supported and
how it can be enabled.

When | view videos, the sound or the
picture is sometimes distorted or the
sound is not synchronized to the picture.

+ The available WiFi bandwidth is insufficient for
sending the video flawlessly from the smartphone
to the projector. This can happen if one or more
WiFi networks operate in the same frequency
range nearby. Certain loT devices (e.g. ZigBee
enabled devices) also operate in this frequency
range.

+ Your smartphone is not fast enough to compress
the screen data and send it simultaneously over
WiFi.

- Your smartphone may maintain parallel
connections to your home network and the
projector. This will reduce the available bandwidth.
Disabling temporarily the connection to your
home network may help.

The temperature of the projector’s surface
is warm.

For this projector it is normal to generate moderate
heat during operation.
